Farming

Farming is one of the best examples of human-environment interaction. Over time,
people across the globe have developed farming practices to grow food under
specific environmental conditions. Most notably, farming is affected by climate,
vegetation, and soil conditions.

Moreover, with these practices, people refashion the land, leaving their mark on the
environment as they make the most of natural resources. For example, the ancient
Inca of Peru created farmland by using a method called terraced farming. They
carved steps into steep hillsides to create flat land for growing crops. In thickly
forested areas, such as the Amazon rain forest, farmers developed slash-and-burn
agriculture. Using this technique, farmers cut down trees and plants with knives
and machetes. Then they burn the fallen trees to clear land for farming. After a few
years, when the soil’s nutrients have been used up, farmers move to a new area.
Today, in dry regions of the United States, farmers use a technique called center-
pivot irrigation, which uses a sprinkler system in the center of a large, circular field.
